With the economic consequences of Covid-19 
showing in job insecurity and businesses going 
to the wall, disillusionment appears in vari-
ous ways, e.g. an increase in domestic vio-
lence, mental health issues, and the emerg-
ing of underlying fractures in society, local 
and global. 

The consumerist                                        
worldview of secular                                           
materialism, already                                        
under question by                                              
climate change, has                                          
been directly shaken                                        
by Covid-19 

Many hardened against the Christian faith 
look on it as quaintly irrelevant, not seeing 
beyond failures of the church or its building. 

In the parable of sower and seed (Mark 4) the 
first soil was hardened as a path.  Like a 
plough opening up the soil, Covid-19  
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has revealed dissatisfaction with a material-
ist worldview,  opening up its hardness to be 
more receptive to consider a different world 
view.  

“Sir, we would see Jesus” was the request 
of folk from abroad to the disciples. It may 
not be put in these words,  but many look for 
a secure identity, meaningful relationships 
and a dynamic hope for individuals, society 
and a world with no persecution or hunger.   

In this fast changing scenario and uncertainty 
for the future, that is what Jesus offers!
